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STUDENT DONATES TUITION AWARD TO DESERVING CHARITIES

Seven years ago, when a good friend of
Brian’s passed away, the family requested that all donations go to the BC SPCA. “I couldn’t
donate then, but I am making up for it now. It is actually inspiring me to do further charity work
and continue to give back to the community,” explained Souter. Accepting the donation on behalf
of Souter was CEO of the BC SPCA, Craig Daniell. “This example of leadership and community
spirit is very inspiring and the BC SPCA is grateful to Brian for his support,” stated Daniell.
